SECTION B
4. “Women are no longer restricted to the domestic hearth, but have the whole of society in which to roam and be exploited.” Discuss Walby’s quote with reference to the domestic division of labour and the gendered nature of paid work.

5. To what extent can literature and/or film challenge dominant conceptions of gender? Refer to at least 2 texts or films in your answer.

6. How might ‘madness’ be a gendered social construct? You may refer to literary texts and/or films in your answer.

7. Is masculinity in a crisis? Discuss with reference to a number of theorists.

8. Assess whether the family is a crucial site of women’s oppression?

9. How do black women experience a “double bind” of oppression? Answer with reference to a number of issues and/or texts.
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
