With reference to two texts, discuss reasons why postcolonial writers might want to create literature ‘in which the miraculous might coexist with the mundane’ (Salman Rushdie).

‘I want to imagine not the threat of freedom, or its tentative panting fragility, but the concrete thrill of borderlessness’ (Toni Morrison). How have any two postcolonial writers embraced ‘borderlessness’ in their work?

Examine the treatment of one of the following in any two postcolonial texts: national identity; landscape; memory.

‘Reality and morality are not givens but imperfect human constructs’ (Salman Rushdie).  With reference to their treatment of history, examine how two postcolonial writers employ postmodern strategies.
