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INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES AND INVIGILATORS

· Answer THREE questions in total: ONE from Part A, ONE from Part B and ONE from EITHER Part A OR Part B.
PART A: Semantics
Answer at least ONE of the following questions:

1. What do we mean by semantic and syntactic tense? What are the similarities and differences between semantic and syntactic tense in English? Illustrate your points by commenting on examples of English verb expressions.
2. Express the principle of compositionality in your own words and explain why it is necessary in linguistics. Illustrate your definition of compositionality by commenting on the meaning composition of specific linguistic expressions.
3. The following question should be answered as an exercise, not an essay. 
Comment on the meaning of ‘and’ in the following linguistic expressions by explaining what its truth-conditional meaning is in each case and whether any additional meaning is expressed in the sentence and, if so, what it is. Then indicate whether the meaning of any other logical connective is different from its natural language counterpart and explain why this is so. 
a) John and Gill have had an argument again!
b) Mary bought a skirt and a coat.
c) Bill saw the long queue and left.

PART B: Pragmatics
Answer at least ONE of the following questions:

1. What does ‘context’ mean in pragmatics and why is it an important concept in pragmatics?
2. Explain what ‘implicature’ means within Grice’s theory of communication and list the various kinds of implicature that Grice has posited. Exemplify each kind of implicature with at least one linguistic example. 
3. Explain why ‘deixis’ can be explained through pragmatics and not semantics and summarise the various kinds of deixis in English. Exemplify each kind of deixis with at least one linguistic example.
