Section A

1.  How useful are the analogies that can be made between films, daydreams and dreams? As part of your discussion make reference to the films of Bunuel, Deren and Marker.  
2. Explain Kristeva’s theory of abjection. How useful is this concept in film analysis? Discuss with reference to two or more films.
3. Explore, with detailed reference to Powell’s Peeping Tom , how the concept of scopophilia is useful when analysing gender representation in film.
Section B
4. How do the films of  Almodovar and/or Potter explore the changing nature of gender roles in contemporary society? To what extent can their work be seen as part of Queer Cinema?
5. Discuss, with reference Freud’s analysis of the Schreber case  how eXistenZ and The Truman Show  represent and explore paranoid fantasies around technology and masculinity.
6. Explore  how Riviere’s  concept of masquerade is useful when analysing gender representation in cinema. How has the concept been applied to the representation of masculinity on screen in particular?
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
