PART A: Phonetics and phonology
Answer at least ONE of the following questions:

1. Define ‘stress’ and explain why it is difficult to form rules of English word stress. Illustrate your points by giving examples of English word stress.
2. Define ‘tone’ and ‘tone group’. Then describe the tone in a simple tone group depending on the different make-up that the simple tone group may have.

3. Define ‘assimilation’, ‘elision’ and ‘linking’. Exemplify each phenomenon through linguistic examples transcribed phonemically.
PART B: Semantics and pragmatics
Answer at least ONE of the following questions:

1. Describe the message model of communication and explain why it provides an inadequate explanation of linguistic communication.
2. Define and discuss ‘paradigmatic sense relations’ in English words. Exemplify each kind of paradigmatic sense relation with at least one linguistic example. 
3. Define ‘deixis’ and summarise the basic kinds of deixis. Exemplify each kind of deixis with at least one linguistic example.
