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INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES AND INVIGILATORS

Answer TWO questions.

Your answer should engage in critical discussion of the question and should demonstrate evidence of appropriate reading.

You should not substantially duplicate material in both your answers.

All answers should engage in critical discussion of the question with reference to specific examples and to relevant scholarship.

1. What are the distinctive concerns and aims of the methods of interpretation found within feminist and/or liberation theologies?

2. Critically discuss the role of religion in shaping and/or perpetuating patriarchal and/or racist stereotypes.

3. Critically discuss and evaluate the role of Christianity in Latin America.  You may wish to refer to film or literature in your answer.

4. With reference to

i) Feminist theology 
OR
ii) Latin American theology 
OR
iii) Black theology

Discuss why this particular approach to religion has been seen as necessary, and whether and why it might be called “liberation” theology.

6. Critically discuss the impact of slavery on the emergence and development of black theologies.  You may wish to refer to film or literature in your answer.

7. “To remain alive religion has to be related to the experience of people in particular communities.”  Critically discuss this claim with reference to womanist OR black OR Latin American theologies.

i) Discuss the ways in which religion can be a positive factor in the creation and expression of self-identity for women and/or black people.
