The general term ‘texts’ has been used so as to allow you, if you wish, to refer to the music, painting, films as well as novels studied in the course. You are required to refer to at least two texts in each answer. 

You MAY refer to texts you have previously discussed in coursework, on the condition that you take a different approach to the work.

1.
‘One in eight Americans is of Hispanic origin. One in seven of Mexico’s labour force works in the United States.’  Discuss the significance of these statistics in understanding relations between the U.S.A. and Latin America.

2. ‘Latin American writers and artists are drawn repeatedly to mixed forms of work, reflecting the rich hybrid tradition of Latin American cultural history.’ Discuss.

3. ‘It is the particular responsibility of the Latin American writer to remember the past for those who have lost, forgotten or repressed it.’  Discuss.

4. Discuss the ways in which Latin American writers or artists draw upon the cultures of continents outside their own. 

5. ‘The challenge and originality of Latin American cultural expression lies in its recourse to myth, magic and a recovered history.’ Discuss.
