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INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES AND INVIGILATORS

Answer TWO questions
The term `text` is used here to denote literary or visual texts

Do not substantially repeat material already used in course work

Avoid substantially repeating material across the two questions you answer on this paper

1. What do you believe to be Shakespeare’s view of Roman Imperialism as expressed in Antony and Cleopatra? Compare the play with at least ONE other text studied on the Course in which you have found a view of `Empire` expressed.

2. Choose at least TWO texts studied on the Course, and discuss the way in which you see them as in some way exhibiting a response to the English Civil War period of the mid seventeenth century and its aftermath.

3. The Restoration Period (1660-88) is often associated with decadence in English society and the arts. Compare TWO texts, including at least ONE from the period 1660-88, which might in some way be read as a response to decadence.
4. The `Whig` or `Glorious` Revolution of 1688 was intended to assure the Protestant succession to the British throne. Discuss at least TWO texts from anywhere in the period of the Course where politics and/or religion seem to be a primary concern of the writer/artist.

5. Discuss how at least TWO writers/artists appeared to respond to the promise of `Enlightenment` through scientific and technological progress between 1600 and 1789.

6. Select at least TWO texts from the period covered by the Course that include reference to labour (in the country and/or the city), and discuss them in relation to the ideals expressed through Augustan Classicism.

7. Discuss at least TWO texts studied on the Course in relation to the sense of national identity they appear to promote.

8. Discuss at least TWO texts studies on the Course that feature women, and use them to discuss the position of women in society at any point between 1600 and 1789.

9. Choose at least TWO texts you understand to be satirical. Explain why they are satirical, and discuss what aspect of society they specifically target.

10. Give an account of a trip you have made to a Gallery or Museum (including the Autumn Term `London Walk`), explaining how it has helped you in your work on this Course. You may write about a relevant trip you undertook on your own initiative.
