How does Bronte deploy different types of masculinity to create the dynamics of the plot and narrative structure?

 To what extent are the women in The Aspern Papers powerful? 
4. 
‘Heart of Darkness evokes what is unknown and unreadable’ Discuss the role of incoherence and lack of meaning in the novel.

5. 
How far is it useful to read Mrs Dalloway as a novel about war and/or colonialism?

6. 
In The God of Small Things the narrative asks if the love affair was worth its consequences. How does the novel represent ‘consequences’ to the reader?

Section B (Answer ONE question using a DIFFERENT novel from Section A)
1. 
Consider the relationship between narrator or narrative voice and the reader. How does narrating offer more than one interpretation? Discuss with reference to any one or more theory on the course. 

2. 
‘Novels typically demonstrate a tension between a single overall point of view and multiple centres of meaning.’ Discuss with reference to any one or more theory on the course. 

3. 
Using the difference between plot and story, show how the structure of novels affect the reader's understanding. Discuss with reference to any one or more theory on the course. 

4. 
‘Since novels inevitably refer to a society, they inevitably investigate forms of power.’ Discuss with reference to any one or more theory on the course.

‘Novels reveal both a culture's illusions about gender and its actual fluidity in lived circumstances.’ Discuss with reference to any one or more theory on the course.

‘In the presences and absences of a novel, the dialogue between conscious and unconscious can be glimpsed.’ Discuss with reference to any one or more theory on the course.
