2. Discuss the arguments for and against the legalisation of drugs, in particular as they relate to heroin, ‘ecstasy’ and cannabis.
3. What strategies do countries like the U.K. and the U.S. employ in their attempts to reduce the supply and use of illicit drugs? Why do many commentators believe that the ‘war on drugs’ cannot be won?
4. What is the ‘normalisation’ thesis in relation to illicit drug use and what evidence is there for and against it?
5. In what ways and to what extent is alcohol really a problem for contemporary British society?
6. Discuss the medicinal use of cannabis by chronically ill and disabled people. If so many of them argue that it is medicinally effective, why is it not legally available as a medicine?
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
