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INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES AND INVIGILATORS

Answer TWO questions, ONE from Section A and ONE from Section B.
Section A requires you to write about The Tempest.  Section B requires you to write on at least ONE course text in relation to The Past in the Present, OR Modernism, OR Fairy Tales, OR Theory, OR Re-writings. You MAY refer to texts or theoretical approaches studied in Terms One and Two. 

Do NOT discuss the same text in more than one answer.  

You MAY refer to texts you have previously discussed in coursework, on the condition that you take a different approach to the work.
Section A

The Tempest

1. 
Prospero has been compared to the author of the play, exercising his ‘magic’ on others through the drama. With reference to The Tempest discuss what sort of a magician Shakespeare perceives a dramatist to be. 

2. 
Consider Shakespeare’s investigation of the use and abuse of power in The Tempest.

3. 
Caliban:  This island’s mine, by Sycorax my mother,

Which thou tak’st from me
(Shakespeare, The Tempest)
Discuss the ways in which Shakespeare articulates the politics of colonialism in The Tempest.

4. 
Examine the significance of language in Shakespeare’s The Tempest.

5. 
Consider the ways in which a production of The Tempest could be enriched by an awareness of either feminist readings or postcolonial criticism.

Section B
The Past in the Present, Modernism, Fairy Tales, Theory, Re-writings

6. 
‘Every engagement with the past, whether through historical writing, fiction, poetry, or film making, is equally an engagement with the present’. Discuss this statement with reference to at least one text studied on this course. 

7. 
Outline the main characteristics of Modernism in relation to the style and content of one Modernist text studied on the course.

8. 
‘For the “Romantic” generations, the French Revolution came to be a major influence on their work; for writers and artists of the Modernist period, the First World War of 1914-18 was to have a comparable effect’. With reference to at least one course text discuss the justification for this statement. 

9. 
Explain how one of the theoretical approaches you have studied has informed your understanding of one or more of the texts you have studied on the course. 

10. 
Examine the ways in which any one writer studied on the course has re-written an earlier text in ‘an effort to draw out, extend, give emphasis and voice to what is silent or marginally present or ideologically represented’ (Edward Said) in the original work.
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
