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INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES AND INVIGILATORS

Answer TWO questions
The term `text` is used here to denote literary or visual texts

You may refer to a text already written about in coursework as long as the themes and issues raised do not repeat coursework material.
Avoid substantially repeating material across the two questions you answer on this paper.

1. Choose at least TWO texts from the period that make use of `Nature`, but make use of it in what seem to you to be different ways. Discuss the differences.

2. Why do you think childhood and/or education became a recurring preoccupation for many writers/artists of this period?  Discuss with reference to at least TWO texts.
3. Discuss at least TWO texts written between 1770 and 1840 which provide evidence for the view that the Romantic Period in England was one in which women’s rights were an important concern.

4. Choose at least TWO texts that you would argue are not in the established canon of Romantic literature and/or art. Explain why you think this is the case.

5. With reference to at least TWO novels from the Romantic Period, compare the way the authors represent any of the most prominent characters in their stories.
6. With reference to at least TWO texts of the period, discuss the extent to which it is possible to identify a discreet `Gothic` genre existing between 1760 and 1840.

7. `Religion is a recurring concern for Romantic Period writers and artists, but rarely is it orthodox religion.` Discuss in relation to at least TWO texts.

8. Discuss at least TWO texts from the period that you think reveal a theory of the creative imagination that may be seen as in some way specifically representative of the Romantic Period.
