INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES AND INVIGILATORS

Answer TWO questions. 

You should not write about the same film in both of your answers.
You should address relevant theoretical material as well as appropriate films which have been discussed in this course.
You MAY refer to texts you have previously discussed in coursework, on the condition that you take a different approach to the work.

QUESTIONS
1. ‘Voyeurism is … the condition within which the spectator relates to the image as a kind of guilty and even perverse pleasure.’  Discuss this statement with regard to any one film studied.

2. In what ways does a concern with gender ['feminist' or 'queer'] alert us to the complexities of the cinematic text? Discuss with reference to at least one text.
3. How important is 'genre' to our understanding of cinema? Discuss with reference to at least one critical text and one film.  

4. Analyse one film you have studied with reference to structuralism or any other critical approach you have encountered on the course. 

5. Compare and assess different approaches to the depiction of history in any two films studied. 

6. How important is ‘the star system’ whether as directors or actors to either classic Hollywood or contemporary cinema? 

7.   With reference to one or more films studied, discuss the importance of musical numbers, mise-en-scène, cinematography and editing in manipulating the audience and developing the plot. You may wish to focus on only one or two of these. 
8.   Does the juxtaposition of the film and literary text enable a better understanding of the differences between cinematic and literary languages? Discuss one film and one source text that we have studied.
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
