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INSTRUCTIONS TO CANDIDATES AND INVIGILATORS

Answer ONE question from Section A and ONE question from Section B. 

Section A requires you to write on at least ONE Nineteenth Century text you have studied for the course.

Section B requires you to write on at least ONE Twentieth or Twenty First Century text you have studied for the course.

You MAY refer to texts you have previously discussed in coursework, on the condition that you take a different approach to the work.
Remember to refer to at least ONE text in each answer. 

Section A: Nineteenth Century Texts

1. Consider the ways in which the family is used to highlight issues of class in at least one Nineteenth Century text.

2. Consider the representation of female family members in one or more Nineteenth Century texts.

3. To what ends do family plots employ different narrative techniques in one or more Nineteenth Century texts?

4. Compare how family plots reveal the advantages and limitations of marriage in at least one Nineteenth Century text.

5. Consider the ways in which conflict within and/or between families is represented in at least one Nineteenth Century text.

Section B: Twentieth and Twenty First Century Texts

1. Discuss how family plots register the theme of loss in at least one Twentieth or Twenty First Century text.

2. Analyse how family relationships are influenced by cultural difference in one or more Twentieth or Twenty First Century text.

3. ‘All family narratives are political’. To what extent do you agree with this statement? Refer to at least one Twentieth or Twenty First Century text in your answer.

4. Consider how ‘transition’ in the family is represented in one or more Twentieth or Twenty First Century text.
5. To what effect does narrative voice shape our understanding of family relations in the crime novel in at least one Twentieth or Twenty First century text?
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
