a) ‘Just as important as East-West confrontation in the cold war was the ‘cold war within the cold war’ – the disputes inside the communist bloc.’ Discuss.

b)
‘The Sino-Soviet dispute pointed to the primacy of nationalism over communism in communist bloc relations’. Discuss.

6. Why did the cold war become a ‘hot war’ in Korea in 1950?
7. Why is the Cuban missile crisis often said to be one of the defining moments of the cold war?
8. Why, and how, did the United States find itself fighting a war in Vietnam?

9. Why did Richard Nixon and Henry Kissinger experience such difficulty in bringing about a speedy end to the Vietnam War?

10. What motives drove the Sino-American rapprochement established during the presidency of Richard Nixon?

11. ‘Détente was, somewhat surprisingly, established because it had benefits for both sides in the cold war’.  Discuss.

12. ‘NATO and the Warsaw Pact, surprisingly, were relatively insignificant elements of the cold war’. Discuss.
13. Who was the more significant figure in the ending of the cold war - Ronald Reagan or Mikhail Gorbachev?
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
