3. How does ‘creativity’ contribute to our understanding of self?

4. Give an account of the notion of mind/body dualism drawing on relevant thinkers.

5. What do we mean by the terms ‘reason’ and ‘belief’?

6. EITHER

i) “‘Sexuality’ has been rendered suspicious due to the Platonic dualism inherent within the Christian tradition”. Discuss this claim.

OR

ii) How might attitudes towards homosexuality be related to assumptions about sex and or gender?

7. How might western attitudes to female ‘nature’ and status be related to our attitudes to the body?

8. Is it anthropomorphic to ascribe self-consciousness and emotions to animals?  And if it is, does this matter?  Discuss with reference to relevant thinkers.
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
