SECTION A: QUINE

1. In ‘On What There Is’ Quine provides an argument which seeks to defend Russell’s theory of how names work.  Explain and evaluate this argument.  

2. In ‘On What There Is’ Quine claims that the judgment that a sentence is true always takes place in terms of a conceptual scheme.  Explain and evaluate this claim. 

3. How effective is Quine’s argument, in the latter two sections of ‘Two Dogmas of Empiricism’, against the verificationist theory of meaning?
SECTION B: KRIPKE

4. Explain and evaluate the argument that Kripke offers in Lecture I of Naming and Necessity that seeks to show that names are not just abbreviations for descriptions. 

5. In Lecture II of Naming and Necessity Kripke maintains that the picture that the cluster theory offers for how names work is simply false.  Explain and evaluate the arguments that Kripke offers in support of this claim.

6. In Lecture III of Naming and Necessity Kripke claims that all scientific definitions are necessary truths.  Explain and evaluate this claim.
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
