With respect to one (or more) natural resource, discuss (using examples) how its exploitation by different actors make regulations difficult.

a) 
What do you consider are the main obstacles to the successful reduction of greenhouse gas emissions?

OR

b) 
“Far from being a beneficial replacement for fossil fuels, biofuels have brought different types of environmental and economic disasters.” Discuss.

3. 
How valid is it to consider indigenous peoples “guardians” of the environment?

4. 
Given the apparent inability of many dam projects to satisfy conventional cost-benefit analysis, why are many still being built?

5. 
Analyse how it is possible for environmental damage to arise from both poverty and wealth.

6. 
“People who break laws on environmental protection should be regarded as ‘criminals’, and a firm prosecution policy is the only way to achieve a high degree of compliance with environmental protection regulations.” Discuss.

7. 
Discuss ANY TWO of the following ‘defining characteristics’ of technological risks, using examples to illustrate your answers:


(a) 
Technological risks challenge the trust in 'expert' decision-making (by scientists, politicians, public servants etc).


(b) 
Technological risks enhance the importance of opinions expressed by 'counter-experts' (e.g. pressure groups), the mass media and the 'lay public'.

(c) 
Technological risks embody ethical dilemmas: benefits for some may produce adverse effects for others (for example, benefits for the present generation may produce adverse effects for future generations).

Using examples, critically examine the proposition that (compared with richer countries) new technologies are adopted rapidly in developing countries, but the associated risks are more difficult to manage.
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
