Answer ONE question from Section A, and ONE question from Section B. Answer each question in a separate booklet.

Section A:

1. What do you think are the main steps of European integration since the Treaty of Rome in 1957?

2. Some critics of European integration have claimed that the EU lacks democratic legitimacy. To what an extent can the institutions of the EU be described as democratic?

3. Discuss the pros and cons of proposed future enlargements of the European Union.

Section B: 

1. In what ways have European nation-states been undermined from above (European integration) and below (regionalism). What do you think is the future of nation-states in Europe? Discuss and give examples. 

2. Can attempts to promote a European identity be successful? What is the relationship between European and national and regional identities? Do you believe that the possible evolution of a European identity is a positive development?   

3. “The language of the republic is French and serves to ‘cement’ the nation.” -  “Regional languages are part of French cultural heritage and should not be seen as a threat.” Discuss these contrasting views explaining the link between language, nationalism and regional identity in France. 
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
