QUESTIONS
1. Explain and evaluate Bacon’s arguments for what he claims is the most reliable way to achieve knowledge.

2. Locke contends that the mind possesses no innate ideas.  Explain and evaluate the arguments that Locke offers in support of this position.

3. Popper claims that a theory only attains the status of science if, in principle, it can be refuted.  Explain and evaluate this claim.
