3. “Conservative party success was built upon patriotism.” Discuss with reference to the period 1951-90.

4. Have the problems faced by the nationalist parties in Scotland and Wales been the same since devolution as they were before?

5. “David Cameron is the most effective leader the Conservative Party has had since Thatcher and it is his leadership that has revived Tory fortunes.” Assess this comment in light of developments since 1990.

6. Was the “Old” Labour Party a success?

7. Has the dominance of party leadership at conference caused a decline in party activism?

8. What have proved to be the major threats to the authority of party leaders in Britain?

9. Can the media decide the result of a general election?

10. How far is political sleaze a threat to British democracy?

11. “Low turnout is not a failure of the electorate it is a failure of politicians”. (Norman Tebbit at the University of Greenwich February 29 2008) How 
far is Lord Tebbit correct in this view?

12. Are backbench MPs merely a nuisance to party leaders or do they serve a more valuable role?     
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
