1. In #258 and following sections, Wittgenstein considers whether it   
is possible to construct something like a private journal of our   
sensations by making reference only to an inner world. Explain the   
issues he deals with here. Do you agree with his conclusions?
2.   “But doesn’t what you are saying come to this: that   
there is no pain, for example, without pain-behaviour?” –It comes to   
this: only of a living human being and what resembles (behaves like)   
a living human being can one say: it has sensations; it sees; is   
blind; hears; is deaf; is conscious or unconscious. [# 281] 

3. Explain and discuss the qualification-correction that Wittgenstein is   
making here concerning the public/private nature and expression of   
experiences such as pain. 

4. “To understand a sentence means to understand a language. To   
understand a language means to be master of a technique.” [#199] 
What, if any role do inner and outer ostension play in Wittgenstein’s   
account of what it means to understand something? What are the   
implications of agreeing with Wittgenstein’s position?
5. Critically discuss the nature of philosophy as it is presented in   
Wittgenstein’s later philosophical works, giving particular attention   
to the issue of philosophical method. 

6. Does Wittgenstein’s challenge to the claim that there can be such   
a thing as a private language entail that there is no such thing as   
private experience? Explain your answer. 
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
